m Conditions of entry

This event is a participation event conducted through a series of three Round Robin events, culminating
in the invitational Metropolitan Champion of Champions Event on 21 May and JDS Final Series 28-30
Oct.

The top eight (8) available players in each age group at the conclusion of the three (3) AMP Junior
Development Series will be invited to participate in the 2006 Metropolitan Champion of Champions
event. Players elect the age they wish to contest the Champion of Champions and subsequent JDS
Final when registering for the Series.

All junior players are eligible to enter, however only those players who are registered as Metropolitan
players participate in weekly play-offs, Metropolitan Champion of Champions and JDS Series as
Metropolitan representatives.

Players will be deemed to be contesting for a place in the Champion of Champions age that they
register for the first week they participate in the series. (Applicable age is at 31 December 2006).
Players may elect to play up an age in subsequent weeks, with points won contributing to their total
score for the nominated age. Eg. A player eligible to play 12 & under may play 14 & under in the
second or third week and retain those points towards their total 12 & under score. However if a 12 &
under nominated to play 14 & under in the first week any points won in a lower age will not be included
in their 14 & under total. -

Based on final positions at the conclusion of the AMP Series and Champion of Champions players will
be invited by TNSW to contest the State JDS Final in October. (Invitations are generally sent to the top
16 players from 12 & 14 & under, 8 from 16 & under based on the series result. The top 6 players from
the 10 & under results of the Champion of Champions.

Players wishing to qualify for the Champion of Champions and JDS Final events are advised to
participate in all three (3) Round Robins.

Play commences at 8.30am each day. Players entering round robins must be available to play all
matches drawn on any day until the completion of play at approximately 4.30pm unless due to illness or
injury, when permission should be sought to leave the site. Should a player withdraw after the
commencement of play on any day, all sets played, or to be played by such player, shall be declared
null and void. Where there is more than one pool, playoffs will be required to determine allocation of
points each day.

Players entering the three Round Robins MUST enclose the FULL entry fee for the three tournaments.
